She received her PhD in 2009 from University of Cincinnati, where she worked with her advisor Bill Heineman developing spectroelectrochemical sensors for PAHs. For the past two years Tatyana has been working with her mentor Jack Creed developing analytical methods to support the work of EPA’s toxicological studies. In particular, an IC-ICP-MS method was developed for detection of arsenic metabolites produced by intestinal microbiota of a mouse. Today Tatyana will present her latest results in developing an IC-ICP-MS method for detection of chromate (CrVI) in drinking water.
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
